Agenda ltem 1: Welcome and Apologies for Absence

Barry Schofield asked for a clarification on point 635 of previous minutes which
referred fo an ‘annual business census’ as a possible future Forum project. It was
proposed that the Forum might conduct a major annual survey on local business
issues.

John Sharp suggested that the outcome of the ‘census’ could be circulated to
schools in the city as this would allow students to understand the range of career
options available to them in the city.

Barry Schofield suggested that the finding of any major pieces of work such as a city
wide ‘census’ could be given national coverage through the Northcliffe Media group
which owns the Hull Daily Mail.

Barry Schofield asked for a definition of a Task and Finish Group as discussed in
paragraph 639 in the previous minutes. Nick Pontone replied that it was a temporary
group set up fo address a specific issue. He explained that the change from ‘Jobs
and Prosperity Partnership’ to ‘Earning Partnership’ was necessary as their role had
changed slightly. It would now be accountable for the meeting of targets contained
in the new Local Area Agreement and could commission projects funded by the
Working Neighborhoods Fund.

A discussion of Hull's progress followed. David Burnby said that if would be useful to
have statistics for cities of similar economic status to Hull to gauge the success of any
projects. It was agreed that these would be produced for the next meeting.



Agenda ltem 4: Quarterly Business Forum Meeting
